Does it cost to use the service?

Why does it log me off after 15 minutes?

Auto log off occurs when the account is inactive for 15 minutes,
to avoid this simply continue to pass data traffic to and from your
WiFi device.

Troubleshooting Windows 8
NOTE: Windows 8 uses the Metro user interface right alongside the traditional
Desktop one. Therefore, there are two different ways to connect to The Cloud.

1a. From the Start Screen, manoeuvre your cursor to the top-left of the
screen. This will get the side menu to display (e.g. Search, Share, Start,
Devices, Settings)

b. From the Desktop, you can select the WiFi icon from the right hand side of the
taskbar to open the list of available networks.

Troubleshooting: Windows Vista/7

Highlight Guest WiFi, right-click and choose Properties.

3. Make sure that ‘Security type'is set to ‘Open’and ‘Encryption type'is set to ‘None'.
Select OK and close the Manage Wireless Networks screen.

4. Go to Manage Adapter Properties, right-click on Wireless Network
Connection and select Properties. Highlight Internet Protocol Version 4
and click on Properties.

5.Select Obtain an IP address automatically and Obtain DNS server address
automatically. Then select OK.
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
