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Guidelines for commencing work with X-ray generators

research worker or student member of staff

Consult project supervisor about the scope of the 
work activity

Meet the DRPS to discuss the following aspects of the 
project:
1. where the work can be carried out
2. the equipment that will be used
3. the procedures that will be carried out using the 

equipment

Check the X-ray equipment complies with the Health and Safety Executive’s 
“Prior Authorisation for the Use of Electrical Equipment intended to produce X-rays”

Notification, registration or consent for work with ionising radiation

If NO, then WORK CANNOT PROCEED.
You must consult DRPS who will contact the RPA and 
Health & Safety Team

The following forms should now be completed:
Personal Registration Form AND appropriate Risk Assessment Form 

These forms will be sent to the DRPS for approval

Project supervisors/workers/DRPS will be notified when the RPA ratifies their project and advised that the project can commence

If deemed necessary by the RPA/DRPS, an appropriate personal dosimeter will be supplied to the worker

Training in the School procedures for the use of X-ray equipment will be provided locally. Workers should 
familiarise themselves with “Work with Ionising Radiation” (HSE), Risk Assessment and 

any local rules and safe operating procedures.
